The KRYTAC airsoft gun is designed and manufactured to KRYTAC’s high standards. 
It was carefully inspected before it was packaged and shipped from our factory. It is the 
sole responsibility of the user for its safe use and handling. This airsoft gun is safe unless 
handled irresponsibly or misused.  

BEWARE OF BARREL OBSTRUCTIONS
Ensure that the barrel of your airsoft gun is free and clear of any obstructions prior to firing 
the airsoft gun. Failure to do so may cause a malfunction, and in some cases damage 
the airsoft gun. 

WARNING
SAFETY IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY

EYE PROTECTION
Always wear eye protection while shooting, operating, and maintaining your airsoft guns. 

EAR PROTECTION
With noise levels exceeding 85dB(A), appropriate ear protection must be used to prevent any 
damage due to sound emissions. 

FIREARM SAFETY RULES
Always assume that the airsoft gun is loaded. Never assume the chamber is empty 
based on memory or from someone else’s word. 

KEEP YOUR FINGER OFF THE TRIGGER
Remove your finger from the inside of the trigger guard until your sights are aligned on 
target and you are ready to fire. 

MUZZLE CONTROL 
Always keep the muzzle of the airsoft gun pointed in a safe direction. Never point the 
airsoft gun towards anything you do not intend to shoot.

KNOW YOUR TARGET AND ITS SURROUNDINGS (SAFETY DISTANCE)
Take note of objects in front of and beyond your target. Airsoft guns can shoot up to and 
beyond 150 feet/45.5 meters and may travel further than intended without an adequate 
backstop. Never shoot an airsoft gun directly at targets such as rocks, glass, water, or 
other hard surfaces that may ricochet BBs in unpredictable directions.

Safety Guidelines
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FAILURE TO FIRE
If the airsoft gun fails to fire, misfires, or malfunctions, do not look into/down the barrel 
of the airsoft gun. BBs can jam in the chamber and can launch suddenly while under 
pressure causing serious injury.

MAINTAIN YOUR AIRSOFT GUN PROPERLY
Maintaining your airsoft gun as outlined in the manual ensures that your airsoft gun will 
be safe to shoot and perform to its designed specifications. Alterations, modifications, or 
adjustments may damage your airsoft gun, making it unsafe to shoot and/or voiding all 
warranty claims. 

STORAGE AND TRANSPORT
Always store your airsoft gun in a safe place and out of the reach of children. When 
transporting your airsoft gun make sure that it is in a designated airsoft gun case. Never 
brandish your airsoft gun in public.

Any alteration of the coloration or markings required by state and/or federal law may be 
deemed illegal in a court of law.

NOTE Results may vary depending on environmental conditions.
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- Ensure the gas canister is undamaged and in good condition.
- Do not expose the gas canister to direct sunlight or temperatures above 104˚F / 40˚C
- Do not use gas canister around an open flame or ignition sources.
- Use in a well ventilated area.
- Store gas canister in a cool, dry place.

1.	Press the magazine catch button A  to 
release the magazine.

2.	Locate the charging valve B  on the back 
of the magazine.

3.	With the gas canister nozzle C  pointing 
down into the charging valve B , charge 
the magazine with gas.

4.	The magazine is fully charged when 
excess gas sprays from the charging 
valve while charging, or after charging for 
approximately five to ten seconds.

WARNING

IMPACT WITH A HARD 
SURFACE MAY DAMAGE

NOTE

Minor leaking from the charging valve during 
charging is normal due to pressure built 
up inside the magazine. Keep magazine 
at room temperature for ideal shooting.  
Temperature below 68˚F(20˚C) may cause 
delayed action and reduced performance. 
Keep the gas release valve lightly oiled.

CAUTION

Avoid exposing the magazine to direct 
sunlight or high temperature as either can 
cause the magazine to burst. Empty the 
gas from the magazine after shooting. Avoid 
exposure of skin and/or eyes to the gas 
during gas release to prevent cold burns.

1.	Insert the magazine into the pistol 

grip A  with the feed lip B  facing 
forward.

2.	Push the magazine up until it is 
locked into position.

1.	Use a 6mm hex key A  to ensure 
CO2 cartridge cradle is all the way 
down by turning cradle counter-
clockwise from the bottom of the 
magazine.

3.	Use a 6mm hex key A  to 
move the cradle up by turning 
c lockwise.

2.	Load BBs into the magazine using a 
magazine loader B  (not included) through 
the lower gap C  in the BB window.

1.	Pull the slide A  to the rear-most position then release it to automatically load a BB into 
the chamber.

SHOOTING THE AIRSOFT GUN
1.	Cock the airsoft gun.

2.	Hold the airsoft gun firmly in your hand. (Use a two hand hold to  better control the 
airsoft gun.)

3.	Squeeze the trigger A  to shoot. The  
slide will cycle backward and forward 
to load the BBs automatically.

	 Turn the tool counter-clockwise 
to increase the amount of 
backspin on the BB. Turn the 
tool clockwise to decrease the 
amount of backspin on the BB.

The advanced KRYTAC rotary hop-up unit is a standard feature in KRYTAC airsoft guns. 
Proper adjustment of the hop-up will allow the airsoft gun to fire in a variety of shooting 
environments to obtain optimal BB trajectory.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Gas can dry out the internal seals and o-rings over time, resulting in poor performance 
and leaks.

Use a small amount of 100% silicone oil to lubricate the seals and o-rings found in the 
magazine and the cylinder. Also lightly lubricate the slide & frame rails, the trigger bar, 
and the striker assembly.

Oil on the hop-up bucking will reduce its effectiveness; use a lint-free cleaning patch to 
remove any oil on the hop-up bucking.

It is not recommended to use any other type of lubricants.

HOLSTER ADJUSTMENTS

1.	Adjust holster retention by 
turning the hex screw A  on 
the bottom of the holster. Turn 
clockwise to increase retention 
strength, counterclockwise to 
decrease retention strength.

2.	Adjust cant angle of holster 
by loosening lower mounting 
screw B  and positioning to 
desired angle.

3.	Slightly bend belt loop mounting 
plate C , then twist spacers D  
into, or out of, place for secure 
fitment to your chosen belt .

OPERATION UNDER EXTREME CONDITIONS

HEARING PROTECTION REQUIREMENT

When operating under harsh conditions, special maintenance may be required to match 
the climate conditions of a specific operational area.

Dust and Sand
In harsh dusty or sandy environments, excessive debris can cause malfunctions and/or 
excessive wear on parts. Keep the gun covered and protected while not in use. When 
performing maintenance, use lubrication sparingly as it tends to attract dirt and other 
particles. After use in a dusty or sandy area, always field strip the gun, as outlined in the 
Disassembly section, cleaning all the areas that can be reached with a soft, clean, lint-
free cloth.

Extreme Cold
Operating a gas powered airsoft gun in low temperatures is not recommended. The Hop-
up Bucking is less effective in lower temperatures. Gas has lower pressure output in cold 
temperatures, resulting in reduced power and performance.

Extreme Heat
Operating a gas powered airsoft gun in extremely hot temperatures is not recommended. 
Higher temperatures will increase the gas pressure. This may damage the internal 
components and may cause seals to fail.

Heavy Rain
Never submerge or expose your gun to extremely wet environments. Exposure to such 
conditions may cause reduced performance, or damage due to corrosion. Dry completely 
with a clean, lint-free cloth and clean inner barrel when necessary. Apply a thin coat of 
silicone oil to metal components to prevent corrosion.
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SYMPTOMS CAUSE SOLUTIONS

Slide is sluggish, 
sticks, or otherwise 
will not cycle.

Dirt/debris in the slide and/or frame, or 
insufficient lubrication.

Clean the pistol and lubricate the 
loading nozzle and slide rails with oil.

Insufficient gas. Recharge magazine with gas.

Magazine is too cold. Allow magazine to warm up.

BBs misfeed, misfire, 
or jam in the hop-up/
barrel.

BBs are malformed or out of 
specification.

Replace BBs with new, high quality 
BBs.

Fouling in hop-up chamber or barrel. Clean the barrel and hop-up bucking.

Hop-up not engaged or set too high. Try a different hop-up setting.

Hop-up bucking is damaged. Replace hop-up bucking.

Loading nozzle is damaged. Replace loading nozzle.

BBs will not feed from 
magazine.

BBs are malformed or out of 
specification.

Remove all BBs and replace with new, 
high quality BBs.

Magazine feed lip is damaged. Replace magazine feed lip.

Loading nozzle is damaged. Replace loading nozzle.

Magazine follower and/or follower 
spring is damaged.

Replace magazine follower and/or 
follower spring.

Magazine is leaking 
gas.

Dry or degraded o-rings. Lubricate or replace the fill valve and 
release valve.

Magazine base seal is loose. Inspect the seal behind the magazine 
base plate and tighten the screw.

BB travels upward. Hop-up adjusted too high. Decrease the hop-up adjustment.

BB travels downward. Hop-up adjusted too low. Increase the hop-up adjustment.

Slide does not lock 
open when the 
magazine is empty.
